Regular Season:

Freshmen and JV Players).  We really need the extra hands. The players will have both Christmas Eve and Christmas Day

 We are asking each Varsity Family to provide: 
o  1 case of Gatorade 
o  Snack bar donations and Hospitality room (perishable) donations 
o 2 adult shifts (2 hours each, 2 ½ hours in the AM) in the snack bar, but not during MC games 

 

 We are asking each Frosh and JV Family to provide:  
o  Freshmen Families:  2 cases water.   JV Families:  1 case of soda 
o  Snack bar donations and Hospitality room (perishable) donations 
o 2 adult shifts (2 hours each) in the snack bar (or more) 
o Players:  4 days of 3½ hour work shifts each day.  These will be assigned and the boys are expected to work or get 

someone to work for them.  Here is an example of a work schedule:  Dec. 27th 9:00 am – 12:30, Dec. 28th 12:15 – 3:45 
pm, Dec 29th 3:30 – 7:00 pm, AND Dec 30th  6:45 pm – gym clean-up completed (approx. 10 pm). We will schedule 
players around their tournament game times and travel time to get back from Fallbrook.  

 
Setup for Hoops will take place on Monday afternoon, December 26, from 2-4 PM.  We will advise  

when the Holiday Hoops website is available with updates.
